TERMS AND CONDITIONS

Objectives

The objectives of the Club shall be to raise money through the operation of a ‘100 Club’ (i.e. small lottery) in order to support our self funding football club, namely Bury Girls & Ladies FC in all avenues.  All sums raised will be paid in to the Bury Girls & Ladies FC account.

Membership

Membership shall be open to all parents of Bury Girls & Ladies FC, their relatives and friends and players over the age of sixteen years.

Trustees

There shall be four trustees of the ‘100 Club’.  These shall be the Chair, Vice Chair, Secretary and Treasurer of Bury Girls & Ladies FC.  The Treasurer and Chair shall handle the day to day administration of the Club.

Subscriptions
The financial year of the ‘100 Club’ shall commence on the 1st September.  The annual subscription shall be £12 annually per number in the draw.  Members may choose to purchase one or more numbers (i.e. £12, £24 etc).  Members joining the Club after the 1st September may pay pro-rata for the year, based on the number of months remaining.

Accounts

The Chair and the Treasurer of the Club shall be required to maintain the ‘100 Club’ accounts and from time to time report on the running of the account to the Trustees.  All members of the Club shall have the right to inspect the Club books upon giving the Treasurer not less than 48 hours notice prior to inspection.  The Treasurer shall keep a roll of membership and each member shall be allocated a roll number.
The monies of the ‘100 Club’ shall be held in the Bury Girls & Ladies bank account.  Cheques drawn on this account shall be signed by two signatories.  The signatories of the account are Club trustees.

Draw and Prizes

1. In the twelve months of the year (September 2010 to August 2011) a draw will take place on a monthly basis.  The prizes shall be approximately 25%, 15% and 10% of the monthly income.
2. The draw shall be made by one of the trustees or such other person as they appoint.  At least two people will be present at each draw.
3. The Treasurer and Chair shall include the roll number of each fully paid member during the month of the draw.
4. The draws will take place on or around the 1st of each month.
5. All winners will be notified by Bury Girls & Ladies FC as soon as reasonably possible from the date of the draw.  Prizes will be paid by cash or cheque as requested by the winner.
6. Winners names will appear on the Bury Girls & Ladies website (www.burygirlsfc.co.uk).
7. 50% of the income will be held in the Bury Girls & Ladies bank account to be used in support of the Club.
Winners who cannot be traced

Where the winner cannot be traced and reasonable efforts have been made to make contact, the prize money will be deemed to have become a donation to the Club, when six months have elapsed.  This rule would apply when, for example, a winner has moved house without leaving a forwarding address.

Members should ensure details are updated with the Treasurer or the Chair when necessary.

Winners whose details are known to be missing

If there are known to be insufficient details on a winners Membership form that it is immediately clear that the winner cannot be contacted, another number may be drawn.  Therefore, please ensure the form is completed with all the correct details as requested.
